· Topic: Biodiversity (Introducere în lumea animalelor și a mediului lor)

I. Lesson Objectives
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
1. Identify and name at least 6 animals in English.
2. Match 3 animals to their correct habitat (home).
3. Form simple sentences using the structure: "A [animal] lives in the [habitat]."
4. Understand and use simple action verbs like can swim, can fly, can run.
5. Recognize the concept of "good" and "bad" for animal homes.
II. Key Vocabulary
· Animals: bear, fish, monkey, bird, lion, snake
· Habitats (Homes): forest, ocean, jungle
· Actions: can swim, can fly, can run, can climb
· Concepts: good, bad, happy, sad

	1. Warm-Up
	5 min
	- Greet students. <br>- Show a picture of a familiar animal (e.g., a cat). Ask: "What is this? Is it big or small? What colour is it?" <br>- Introduce the idea of "home". Ask: "Where does a cat live?" (Elicit: house). Say: "Today, we learn about wild animals and their homes."
	- Respond to greetings. <br>- Answer simple questions about the cat. <br>- Listen and understand the topic of the lesson.
	Whiteboard, a picture of a cat.

	2. Presentation
	15 min
	- Introduce Habitats: Use the PPT slides showing different environments. Show a slide of a forest. Say clearly: "This is a FOREST." Repeat. Do the same for OCEAN and JUNGLE. <br>- Introduce Animals: For each habitat, introduce 2 animals using the PPT. Point to the picture and say: "This is a BEAR. A bear lives in the FOREST." Repeat for fish (ocean), monkey (jungle), etc.
	- Listen and repeat the new words: forest, ocean, jungle. <br>- Look at the pictures and repeat the animal names: bear, fish, monkey, etc. <br>- Repeat the full sentence: "A bear lives in the forest."
	PPT Slides on different kinds of biodiversity (forest, ocean, jungle, and the animals within them).

	3. Practice 1 (Matching)
	10 min
	- Draw two columns on the whiteboard: one with pictures/names of animals, the other with habitats. <br>- Ask students to come to the board and draw a line to connect the animal to its home. <br>- For each correct match, ask the class to say the sentence: "A [lion] lives in the [jungle]."
	- Come to the whiteboard and match the animal to its home. <br>- Say the full sentences together as a class.
	Whiteboard, markers.

	4. Speaking (Controlled Practice)
	10 min
	- Introduce Actions: Use pictures from the PPT. Point to a fish and say: "A fish can SWIM." Mime swimming. Do the same for a bird: "A bird can FLY." and a lion: "A lion can RUN." <br>- Ask simple Yes/No questions: "Can a fish fly?" "Can a lion run?"
	- Repeat the actions: swim, fly, run. <br>- Mime the actions with the teacher. <br>- Answer the teacher's Yes/No questions.
	PPT Slides with animal pictures.

	5. Production & Reflection
	7 min
	- Introduce "Good" vs. "Bad": Use the PPT slides related to "Why is biodiversity important?" and "What hurts biodiversity?", but simplified. <br>- Show a picture of a clean forest. Say: "This is GOOD for the bear. The bear is HAPPY." <br>- Show a picture of pollution/cut-down trees. Say: "This is BAD for the bear. The bear is SAD." <br>- Ask the students: "Is pollution good or bad?"
	- Look at the pictures and understand the concepts of good/bad and happy/sad. <br>- Respond to the teacher's simple questions.
	PPT Slides showing a healthy environment and a damaged one.

	6. Wrap-Up
	3 min
	- Quickly show pictures of the animals learned today and ask the class: "What is this?" <br>- Give positive feedback: "Good job today, everyone! Very good!"
	- Name the animals as a final review. <br>- Receive praise.
